At	
primary	level	all	schools	will	be	required	to	teach	about	different	types	of	committed	stable	relationships,	which	
includes	LGBT	relationships.	Parents	will	not	have	the	right	to	withdraw	their	children	from	Relationship	or	Health	
Education	at	primary	or	secondary	level.
